the fight he still refused to be carried out of
the line, and: continued to give instructions
and invaluable advice to his. juniox officers,
finally handing over all his duties before he
was evacuated.from the front line to -the,
hospital where he died.

For most conspicuous bravery when his
company in attack and approaching their
final objective, suffered heavy casualties from
enemy macliine guns and from 4n enemy
“Pill-box >’ which has been' passed by the
first wave. Cupt. Reynoelds reorganised his
men whe were scattered, and then proceeded
alone by rushes from shell hole to shell hole,
all the time: being under heavy machine gun
fire. When near- the ‘“ Pill-box ** he threw
a grenade intending that it should go inside,
